Criteria To Compete in International Combined Driving Competitions
In order to receive permission from USEF to compete at foreign CAls and CAIOs, drivers must

satisfy the following requirements:

1. Both horses/ponies and driver must be in good standing with USEF as of the date of the
foreign competition.

2. The driver must be at least 14 years of age in all Pony and Horse Single, 16 years of age in
Horse Pairs, and 18 years of age in Horse Four-in-Hand in all Senior Classes per FEI Article 912.

3. Horses and ponies taking part in FEI events must be at least 5 years old for CAl 1*, and at
least 6 years old for CAl 2* and above competition per FEI Article 929, possess a valid FEl
Passport; and be recorded with USEF.

4. Athletes must meet the FEI Qualification Criteria to compete in their class per FEI Article 913.

Athletes interested in international competition can submit an entry through their Athlete
Dashboard and follow the prompts for FEI Entry.
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
